Westside Aquatic Center New Construction

The Greenville County Recreation District secured funding for the construction of a new aquatic facility at Westside Park to replace the 40 year old existing facility.  The new $4.5 million facility funded by Hospitality Tax revenue will increase the Recreation District’s ability to provide quality aquatic programs to local residents and will drive tourism through local, state, and regional swim competitions.  Competing for state and regional swim meets is tough with a 40 year old facility according to the Recreation District’s Executive Director Gene Smith.  The new facility will include a 50 meter indoor pool and other amenities needed to make the new Westside Aquatic Center the premier location for swim competitions in the Southeast.  
The existing facility will close mid-August 2010 for construction and will the new facility will open late spring 2011.  Team Greenville and other aquatic programs will use the pool at the 7th Inning Splash Waterpark at Lakeside Park, while the new facility is under construction.
