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PAVILION SKATE SCHOOL
RULES AND GUIDELINES
FREESTYLE SESSIONS

There are two prices for freestyle sessions—Pre-paid passes and Walk-on.  Pre-paid passes are less because the skater pays in advance for sessions. Walk-on price is slightly higher and is suited for the skaters who do not want to commit to a particular day and time.
1.  All skaters must check in and pay at the front desk before going on the ice. They will receive a wrist band that they must wear, showing that they had paid.
2.  Skaters with passes are required to present them to the cashier to be punched at the beginning of each session, or for back to back sessions.  Sessions for later in the day must be punch at that time.
3.  Skaters who repeatedly skate without paying may have their skating privileges cancelled.

4.  There will be no refunds for lost or stolen passes.  If the pass is not presented at time of session, then the skater must pay a Walk-on fee.

5.  Cancellation of lessons must be 24 hours in advance, otherwise the lesson will be charged. Credit will be issued for injuries or illnesses. These types of injuries or illnesses are those that require evaluation by a doctor and require the skater to miss three or more days of skating. 
ICE RULES: Any Student in violation of these Rules and Guidelines may be subject to disciplinary action up to and including permanent expulsion from Skate School activities.
1. Freestyle sessions are for lessons and practicing, not for socializing.

2. Eating, drinking, or chewing gum on the ice is not allowed.
3. Do not enter on to the ice surface until the Zamboni doors are closed.

4. Respect professionals, parents, employees, and other skaters.

5. Do not interrupt lessons.

6. Skaters in a lesson have 1st right of way.
7. Skaters in a program have 2nd right of way. (See music rules)

8. All skaters must wear freestyle sash during their program.

9. Right of way or not, skaters of a higher level have the responsibility to skate with caution when lower level skaters are present.    

10. Back Spirals are not allowed when there are 6 or more skaters on the ice, except when in a lessons with a coach’s assistance.
11. Proper skating attire is required for all Freestyle sessions.
12. When Zamboni doors are opened, it is time to get off the ice.
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MUSIC

1. There are two lines for music to be played, one for coaches in a lesson and one for students not in a lesson. Skaters can only play their program music 4 times per session.
2. Coach’s line has 1st priority, but will alternate with student’s line when necessary. 
3. Students out of a lesson have 2nd priority.

4. Students may not have more than one program in line at a time, unless it is at the back of the line.
5. For each time you play your program, you must log it into the music book, including rewinds.
6. After playing your program, your music must be put at the back of the line, not left in front.

7. As long as there is music in line, music cannot be restarted or rewound. 
8. Music can be rewound when no one is in line, but counts 1 turn for each rewind. 
9. Music is to be played at a volume level that is considerate to all other skaters and not at a level that may damage the equipment.
 Anyone abusing these rules will automatically lose their music privileges. 
PARENTS 
The “No Tolerance” rule will apply to any parent who displays unsportsmanlike behavior, and will be asked to leave the facility.
